Have you ever
“majored on a minor,” like searching for the ashes of the red
heifer?

6) Why did they grumble at least one more time in chapter 20? 
Why was it significant that it was at the time of the loss of
Miriam and Aaron?

7) How did Moses not “honor God as holy” in 20:12? What were
the consequences?
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
